He studied at Freie
Universitit Berlin, Harvard University and the University of California, Berkeley, taught
at the Universitdt Konstanz, Universidad Autonoma Barcelona, Princeton University, the
University of Richmond and Dartmouth College, and was a research fellow at the
National Humanities Center in North Carolina, the Advanced Studies Center of the
Rockefeller Foundation in Bellagio, and the Internationales Kulturwissenschaftliches
Zentrum in Vienna. His books include Asthetische Theorie und literaturwissenschaftliche
Methode; Populdre Kultur, Theorien amerikanischer Literatur; Inszenierte Wirklichkeit.

He is a
founding member and director of the Graduate School for North American Studies at
Freie Universitit Berlin and Co-Director of the “Futures of American Studies”-Institute
at Dartmouth College.
