Werner Josef Krieglstein, Ph.D., a Fulbright Scholar and University of Chicago fellow, is an award
winning and internationally recognized scholar, director and actor. Krieglstein is the founder of a
neo-Nietzschean philosophical school called Transcendental Perspectivism.
